Any	compromised	areas	could	cause	the	display	to	fail.If	none	of	these	work,	you	may	have	to	fully	replace	the	topside	controller,	as	they	do
have	a	shelf	life	of	around	10	years.	If	the	display	shows	an	error	message,	you	should	consult	the	hot	tubs	owners	manual	to	cross	reference	the	message	youre	seeing.	A	display	error	thats	blinking	or	flashing	may	only	need	something	as	simple	as	a	system	reset,	whereas	any	kind	of	truncated	display	can	indicate	there	is	moisture	or	dirty	contacts
inside	the	controller.	Most	error	messages	can	be	fixed,	but	you	might	need	to	get	a	new	one	depending	on	the	age	of	the	controller.	Sometimes,	a	display	will	begin	showing	the	wrong	information.	This	borders	on	error	messages	(see	above),	however,	it	also	may	be	presenting	the	right	information,	but	with	compromised	LEDs	that	make	it	look
incorrect.	An	issue	like	this	could	be	the	result	of	a	cracked	panel,	or	one	that	has	been	exposed	to	moisture.	In	this	case,	a	full	panel	replacement	is	usually	the	best	solution.	A	wrong	display	can	also	be	a	sign	that	the	control	panel	has	run	its	course,	and	again,	will	require	replacement.	A	flickering	display	is	a	sign	that	the	voltage	from	the
transformer	is	too	low.
